Representations received:  Environmental Protection Manager, 
Rothwell Town Council and seven local residents


A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision on an 
application for variation of a Licensing Act 2003 premises 
licence. Details of the variation sought were provided to the 
meeting.



It was noted that the applicant had agreed to the conditions 
listed in the representation from Environmental Protection. The 
public objections related to noise nuisance, anti social behaviour 
and disturbance caused by patrons leaving the premises.



Mrs Merrill (Public Representation) addressed the meeting 
and outlined her reasons for objection which included; noise, 
disturbance by people in the car park of the premises and open 



doors and windows at the premises.



Mr Simpson (Public Representation) addressed the meeting  
and outlined his reasons for objection which included noise and 
quality of life issues 
for local residents.



Colin Hobbs (Applicants Representative) and Mr Inman 
(Applicant) addressed the committee in support of the 
application and clarified the situation with regard to bonafide 
guests of the hotel. Details of the functions held, facilities 
available at the hotel and number of patrons were also provided. 




Details of how the licensing objectives would be met, the layout 
and access of the premises, the area subject to licensing, steps 
taken to alleviate noise issues,    and number of events held per 
annum were given in response to questions .

(i) 
outside alcohol consumption only 





take place at the front of the 






premises 

(ii) no music to be played outside the premises, save for the occasion of Rowell Fair

(iii) All windows and doors shall remain closed at all times

(iv) All fire escapes to have glass bolts fitted and all other outer doors to be fitted with ‘closers’

(v) No noise to be audible in adjoining premises

(vi) Premises to close to non residents at 23.30 Sunday- Thursday and 00.30 on Fridays and Saturdays – licensable activities permitted up to this time

(vii) 20 events, such as wedding receptions and similar functions, may be held per annum on Friday and Saturday evenings  and to end at 01:00

(viii) New Years hours to be granted as requested

(ix) Committee noted that air conditioning would be installed at the premises

(x) The restrictions are necessary to prevent public nuisance by way of noise and disturbance.
