KEEP HEALTHY @ KETTERING

A report was submitted to provide information on the future development and direction of the Keep Healthy @ Kettering Partnership.

It was reported that things had moved rapidly since the report had been written and partners had increased within the partnership which now included some schools.

It was noted that a lot of work had been planned on healthy eating and Green Patch were coming on board.

It was reported that the Family Support Service was still continuing with early years but also moving towards including teens.  It was noted they were looking to give parents more knowledge and skills to give advice on sexual health and substance misuse and that they were also looking to establish a parenting forum.

It was reported that Keep Healthy @ Kettering had been chosen as a pilot scheme and grant aid received would go straight in to the scheme.

It was felt that the Local Strategic Partnership needed to support Neighbourhood Renewal and that it would require partnership at panel level which would need to work downwards to communities.
