To provide local and specialist indoor and outdoor facilities for sport and recreation.

To reduce the risk of crime and disorder by working with young people and their families.

To provide sound barriers at both ends of the skate park.

To replace the ramps with less noisy structures.

To introduce CCTV without an infra-red system.

REASONS:


Although the idea of the Groundwork Trust was supported in principle, it was felt that there were practical difficulties with the proposals now that Rockingham Forest Trust (RFT) did not want to amalgamate with it, and concentrate instead on working with the Nene Valley regional park project. The Council was unable to realistically fund a Groundwork Trust and continue its current contribution to RFT. Recognition was given to the excellent work carried out by the RFT in the Buccleuch and Queen Eleanor Wards

ALTERNATIVE OPTIONS CONSIDERED:

To support an urban and rural Groundwork Trust involving the absorption of the Rockingham Forest Trust.

To support an urban-only Groundwork Trust, co-existing with a continuing Rockingham Forest Trust, accepting that the financial implications were as yet unclear.

To support a Groundwork Trust which covered that part of the Borough not already covered by Rockingham Forest Trust, co-existing with a continuing Rockingham Forest Trust, accepting that the financial implications were as yet unclear.

To continue to support the continued work of the Rockingham Forest Trust in the knowledge that the County Council might ask that organisation to be integrated with the Nene Regional Park project.

To delegate authority to officers to proceed with the project within the current financial regulations and constitutional framework up to £15,000 per annum (including that sum already allocated to the Rockingham Forest Trust) following consultation with the portfolio holder.
