The Best Value Review of Leisure Culture and Sport recommended that there should be a radical overhaul of the Leisure Pass scheme.

To increase participation rates in sport and leisure and maximise the use of facilities through better promotion and communication.

To target under-represented groups as identified by the Sport England Active People Survey undertaken in 2006, which are older people, people from lower socio-economic groups and the disabled.

To simplify access to the Kettering Leisure Pass to enable more people to be able to access affordable leisure opportunities across the borough.

To improve efficiency and co-ordination of the delivery of public services.

To improve partnership working through the use of a shared database.

A smart-card would have the potential to add-on other services and include an E-purse

There is still much work to be done on developing a smart card, whether county-wide or Kettering specific, and therefore it was felt that a further report should be brought to the Executive in due course.
