The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of 3 years from the date of this planning permission.

2.
No development shall commence on site until details of the types and colours of all external facing and roofing materials to be used together with samples have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  The development shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved details.

3.
The development hereby permitted shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved plans and details and specifically the finished floor levels shown on drawing numbers 2203:P:500 and 2203:P:501.

4.
Before the development hereby permitted is first occupied or used, space for the parking and manoeuvring of vehicles shall be provided within the site in accordance with the approved plans and shall thereafter be retained and kept available for such purposes.

5.
No development shall take place until there has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority a scheme of landscaping which shall specify species, planting sizes, spacing and numbers of trees and shrubs to be planted.  The approved scheme shall be carried out in the first planting and seeding seasons following the occupation of the building.  Any trees or plants which, within a period of 5 years from the date of planting, die, are removed or become seriously damaged or diseased shall be replaced in the next planting season with others of similar size and species.

6.
Prior to the commencement of development a scheme for the provision of surface and waste water drainage shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  The scheme shall include details of the drainage of the access roads, parking and manoeuvring areas and other hard surfaced areas and shall include details of attenuation. The development shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved scheme.

7.
Notwithstanding the submitted details, no development shall take place on site until a scheme for boundary treatment has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The dwellings shall not be occupied until the approved scheme has been fully implemented in accordance with the approved details.

8.
Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 3 of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (or any Order revoking and re-enacting that Order with or without modification) no building, structure or other alteration permitted by Classes A, B or C of Part 1 or Class A of Part 2 of Schedule 2 of the Order shall be carried out on the application site.

9.
Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 3 of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (or any Order revoking and re-enacting that Order with or without modification) no additional openings permitted by Schedule 2, Part 1 Classes A or C shall be made in the eastern elevations or roof plane of the houses hereby approved.
