	Decision

That with the following justification:-

The proposal conflicts with national and local policies as set out in Planning Policy Statements 1, 3 and 7; and Policies 7 and RA5 of the Local Plan for Kettering Borough. However, the issues relating to the planning history and previous decisions of the Council are material considerations and are sufficient to indicate in favour of the proposal and to outweigh the policies referred to above.
planning permission be granted subject to the following conditions:-




1.
The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of 3 years from the date of this planning permission.
2.
Traditional and natural materials shall be used for all elevations and the roof.  Within 6 months from the date of this permission a schedule indicating the materials to be used on all external elevations of the proposed development shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The development shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved details and schedule.

3.
Within 6 months from the date of this permission full details, including drawings at a scale of not smaller than 1:10 (or as may be otherwise agreed with the Local Planning Authority) shall be submitted in writing to and approved by the Local Planning Authority in respect of:-

(i)
All external windows and doors and their immediate surrounds (including if necessary for clarification, notes on glazing).

(ii)
Eaves details.

(iii)
Any proposed walls or fences within or around the site.

(iv)
Proposed rainwater goods.

Thereafter the development shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved details.

4.
All external walls shall be constructed of natural stone and laid, coursed and pointed using lime based mortar in the traditional manner for the area to match the existing stone walls as partially constructed on site.

5.
Any proposed garden use for the dwelling shall not occur other than within the area which is delineated by the red line on the application site plan.

6.
No part of the development shall be occupied until a scheme for landscaping and boundary treatment has been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority.  This scheme shall indicate the proposed planting species, their numbers, density and positions. The development shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved scheme.

7.
The approved landscaping and boundary treatment scheme shall be carried out during the first planting season (November-March) following the date when the proposed dwelling is first occupied. The scheme shall be maintained for a period of 10 years from the date of planting.  During this period any trees or shrubs which die or are damaged, removed, or seriously diseased shall be replaced by trees or shrubs of a similar size and species to those originally required to be planted.

8.
Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 or any amending legislation apart from that hereby approved, there shall be no development under Schedule 2 Part 1 Class A, B, C, D, E, F and H and Part 2 Class A and B unless planning permission has first been granted.
