These areas need to be improved and managed to improve the quality of this area for residents, visitors and biodiversity.

The Biodiversity Character Assessment should include evidence of how it is intended to link Green Infrastructure (GI) and manage existing and proposed links.  Also, an Ecological Management Plan to be produced by a suitably qualified person which effectively produces, implements and monitors biodiversity during construction, operation and decommissioning.
