PC Glover attended the meeting and made representations in respect of cumulative impact and increased crime and disorder.

Mr Morgan and Mr Mobbs of PRM Leisure (the applicant) addressed the committee in support of the application, outlining the plans for the smoking area and access/egress from the premises.
