MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES


07.LSPE.39: Community Cohesion Strategy

POLICE PREVENT STRATEGY

It was noted that this item had been deferred to the meeting of the Executive Board to be held on 10th December 2008.
08.LSPE.05
COMMUNITY STRATEGY 2008-2011
A report was submitted which sought the approval of the Executive Board for the priorities emerging for the Community Strategy 2008-2011 following consultation events.

It was noted that the Borough Council’s Executive Committee had considered the draft Strategy and had requested that suitable wording be included regarding Kettering Town Centre and that four individual play projects be referred to in the wording of the strategy.

Discussion was held on transport issues and access to both the town centre and rural areas the need to encourage volunteering, especially in villages.  Other issues suggested for inclusion were:-
· Stronger links with the growth area and the local development framework

· Protecting biodiversity through growth

· Development of Chesham House

· The Business Improvement District bid

· The bid for a University in North Northants

It was felt there was a need to take care that the Community Strategy was not just ‘ticking government boxes’, although it was appreciated that there was a need to show how the Borough was moving forward through the local development framework; otherwise there could be a challenge to the LDF.

In the light of discussion, it was felt that further consideration needed to be given to the draft Community Strategy by panels in order to achieve clarity about lead organisations and associated resources and risks.  It was noted that amendments could be made if appropriate, and ideas added in during the life of the Strategy.
