	TRANSPORT AND ACCESS

Brian Wooding (BW) and Keith Day (KD) – Northamptonshire County Council

· Lack of Weekley/Warkton Bypass and delay of Corby Link Road
	Bypass and Corby Link Road still being considered but funding is the issue.  Decision expected in Summer 2009.

	· Junction 10 of the A14 would not have sufficient capacity to cope with additional traffic generated by approximately 2,500 houses until new junction is built

· Competition for funding throughout East Midlands, particularly to fund Corby/Geddington and Isham bypasses 

· Public Transport

· Criteria for determining trigger point for upgrading existing infrastructure.

· 5,500 new houses, 1.5 car parking spaces = 8,250 cars.  5% modal shift removes 400 = 7,800 extra cars on current roads.  How good is the transport model?
· What is proposed to ease the situation?
	Investigations being carried out by Highways Agency regarding traffic impact on local roads.  

A future Junction 10A may be linked to J10.  

Ramp metering is being investigated.


Infrastructure to support growth in Northamptonshire is considered vital.

Various options under consideration, including subsidised public transport.

Transport modelling work decides triggers, which remain the same irrelevant of funding levels.

Model follows Government guidelines, and has been validated.

Developers will have to improve Barton Road and Deeble Road.

Concluded that trunk sewers should be upgraded and new sewer from Desborough to Kettering and beyond, plus spur lines needed.  

Decision on funding awaited from Ofwat.
