CHANGES TO PLANNING APPEALS PROCEDURES


A report was submitted to inform members of procedural changes relating to the planning appeals process.



It was reported that as part of its intentions to speed up the planning process the Government had introduced changes with regard to the appeals procedures from 6th April 2009.  The council was now required to follow the new ‘Householder Appeals Service’.  The government intended that appeals made through this expedited procedure would be dealt with in a maximum of 8 weeks.
