ANNUAL AUDIT AND INSPECTION LETTER (A1)

A report was submitted to present the Annual Audit and Inspection Letter following completion of the audit of accounts for 2007/08.  The letter was jointly prepared by the Council’s external auditor (KPMG) and relationship manager (Audit Commission).  The report was presented to members by Nigel Toms from the Audit Commission and Sav Delaroka from KPMG.

Members’ attention was drawn to the key findings in the Annual Audit report, and Mr Toms and Mr Della Rocca commented on the key findings contained in the report.
It was noted that this would be the last year of the old CPA regime and that the new CAA regime had harder requirements and scope.  Managing Performance and Value for Money would make the overall score.
