08.LSPE.35: Terms of Reference

It was noted that four meetings of the Voluntary Sector Forum had now taken place and that discussions had been around robust processes.  The Forum were happy for Simon Mutsaars and David Freeth to continue to act as representatives on the Executive Board.

PUBLIC SERVICE BOARD UPDATE


It was noted that Peter Maddison had now left the Public Service Board.  The County Council were looking at modeling a 40% reduction in revenue for local authorities, which would inevitably lead to pressures on the budget.  The Institute of Fiscal Studies had reported that a large amount of government spending would be directed at debt servicing and unemployment benefit and there would be enormous constraints on public spending. Various Public Service Board partners wee looking at joint working in order to deliver services and protect those services for the most vulnerable people.

COMPREHENSIVE AREA ASSESSMENT


A presentation was given by Guy Holloway, Head of Corporate Development at Kettering Borough Council.  The presentation gave an overview of the Comprehensive Area Assessment framework and outlined the implications for the Local Strategic Partnership. 


The Board felt that it would be critical for a balance to be achieved between good practice and areas for improvement and that the CAA should be a professional, transparent assessment of weakness.  Local Strategic Partnerships would have a proactive role in the process to ensure activities were joined up in different parts of the county.


Some concerns were expressed about the system of flags, and it was felt that the self-assessment should be circulated quickly.  Nigel Toms should be invited to the meeting on 11th September.

CORE SPATIAL STRATEGY


Andrew Longley of the Joint Planning Unit attended the meeting and gave an overview of the Core Spatial Strategy.  The Executive Board indicated that it was keen to work together on all fronts to ensure that messages were delivered to the public about what it meant in terms of their lives in relation to jobs, housing and infrastructure.

It was considered that the opportunity to work with young people on some of the issues should be taken, and it was suggested opportunities to work with the Kettering Youth Council should be explored, particularly in relation to 14-19 education.


It was felt that Section 106 money should be used to supplement future money from the Building Skills for the Future fund

Focus on Strategic Objectives

A report was submitted which provided key information on the strategic objectives within the Skills, Education and Employment Theme of Kettering’s Sustainable Communities Strategy.


Discussion was held on the need to align actions and link the work of the Children and Young People’s Board into the Healthy Communities Board for the county.  Checks should be made to ensure there was no duplication or gaps. There should also be checks carried out to identify how the work of the Neighbourhood and Communities Panel related to the health agenda and children and young people.

A summary of Keephealthy@Kettering projects, including information on yearly costs and outcomes, was circulated at the meeting.  Updated information was given on additional money for the Green Patch and a second lottery bid for a further three year term from April 2010.
