The Committee was also satisfied that the applicant had been convicted of a  speeding offence, and in view of this and the above, the Committee considers that the applicant is not a fit and proper person to hold a Private Hire Vehicle Drivers Licence in the Borough of Kettering.

In normal circumstances a further application will not be considered until a period of 24 months has passed from the date of this hearing in order that he may demonstrate that he is a fit and proper person to hold such a licence.
