Reasonable cause to suspend a Hackney Carriage Driver’s Licence under Section 61 (1)(b) of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 has been given in that a breach of the Hackney Carriage Byelaws has occurred. Specifically Mr Dyer drove a hackney carriage which was licensed to carry 7 persons with 8 passengers on board with the consequent risks to public safety.
