DETERMINATION OF APPLICATION FOR REVIEW OF A LICENSING ACT 2003 PREMISES LICENCE – COLISEUM NIGHT CLUB, GOLD STREET, KETTERING (A1)

the following additional conditions be imposed:-

1.
CCTV

· 
Within a period of three months the licence holder shall review the position of all CCTV cameras within the premises and relocate them to the satisfaction of the Police and the Licensing Authority

· Images will be burnt off immediately after any incident and the relevant DVD shall be stored with the incident log

· The licence holder will make written records of any incident of violence inside or adjacent to the premises during club opening hours

· The licence holder will provide a contact telephone number available at any time to the Police to obtain CCTV evidence

· All managers of the premises must be fully trained in the use of the CCTV equipment and able to provide images to the Police

2.
Polycarbonate

No glass receptacles of any type to be in the premises during opening hours, except behind the bar.

3.
Training

Every manager of the premises must attend a training course recognised by the Licensing Authority within three months and adequate training records kept

REASONS FOR THE DECISION

1.
The Committee is satisfied that there were serious problems at the premises and the Designated Premises Supervisor was not supervising the premises in accordance with his obligations under the Licensing Act.

2.
The Committee was satisfied that CCTV evidence had not been properly supplied in accordance with the existing licensing conditions.

3.
The Committee was satisfied that there had been incidents of violence at the premises.  Accordingly the additional conditions were necessary for the prevention of crime and disorder.
