OUTLINE APPLICATION WITH ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT ASSESSMENT: 5,500 DWELLINGS AND RELATED DEVELOPMENT AT EAST KETTERING DEVELOPMENT, EAST KETTERING BY ALLEDGE BROOK LLP


A report was submitted which assessed the planning application proposals contained in planning applications KET/2007/0697 and KET/2008/0274 against the Development Plan and considered its compliance with national, regional and local policies.


A full Environmental Impact Assessment was submitted in support of the application and was referred to in the report.  It was noted that this would need to be taken into account in consideration of the application.


The report included details of the applications (which were identical) and, where applicable, results of statutory consultations and representations which had been received from interested bodies and individuals The report also highlighted elements of the proposal and its impact that complied with and delivered against policies as well as areas of difference or conflict.  In some cases, the report identified that, at present, there was insufficient information to reach final conclusions and it outlined what additional information was needed.


Supplementary information in the form of an update to the report and a document which outlined the Section 106 Agreement Heads of Terms was circulated at the meeting.


The report update included additional representations that had been received since the report had been written and feedback from a public information event held on 24th September 2009.


Thirteen speakers attended the meeting and addressed the Committee as follows:-


Councillor Reg Barby (Barton Seagrave Parish Council),  Councillor Jan Smith (Burton Latimer Town Council), Councillor Ursula Jones (Warkton Parish Council), Sir Peter Fry (Cranford Parish Council), Councillor Stephen Pickard (Cranford Parish Council) and Jonathan Edgar, (for Warkton residents) spoke against the application.


Mr Alan Wordie (Alledge Brook LLP) and Mr David Lock (Agent for the Consultants for Buccleuch Estates and BB Developments) spoke for the application.


Councillor Russell Roberts (Barton Ward), Councillor Christopher Groome (Burton Ward), Councillor Derek Zanger (Burton Ward), Councillor Paul Corazzo (Avondale Ward) and Councillor Jonathan Bullock (Queen Eleanor and Buccleuch Ward) spoke as Ward Councillors on the application.
