Environment Agency
The site is bounded by the East Brook, a tributary of the Slade Brook.  The EA does not hold flood envelope information for this watercourse however the applicant has provided a Flood Risk Assessment (FRA) in order to quantify flood risk to the development.  Unfortunately the information provided contains a number of inaccuracies and is not considered fit for purpose.  The FRA does not accord with the requirements of PPS25 and does not provide a reliable evidence base on which to consider flood risk.  The Environment Agency object to the application.

Officer advice:
The objection from the EA is based upon a lack of accurate information and does not in itself indicate that the development would be at risk of flooding.  The site slopes significantly downwards towards the brook with the proposed dwellings occupying the top of the slope.  It is therefore considered unlikely that unacceptable flood risk will be presented however it is not possible to conclude this and identify any appropriate mitigation measures in the absence of accurate flood modelling data.  The EA has been in contact with the applicant and is actively seeking to resolve the concerns.  It is therefore suggested that the Committee delegate authority to the Head of Development Services to approve the application subject to the Environment Agency removing their objection. 

Neighbour objection
One further letter of objection has been received from a neighbouring property raising the following concerns:
- Area is already overcrowded with flats (with multiple occupancy).
- Noise.
- Loss of light to neighbouring properties.
- Lack of privacy for adjoining neighbours.
- Parking problems.
- Health issues associated with disturbance from tenants.

Officer advice:
These matters have each been considered within the officer's report and does not alter the recommendation.
