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2.
INFORMATION

2.1. This committee at its last meeting agreed a series of subjects for scrutiny from the crime and disorder agenda, and this is the first. It concerns the problems of under age drinking, in particular access by young people to alcohol and on street consumption. 

2.2. Attending the meeting will be representatives from Trading Standards, Groundwork Trust, who are contracted to provide youth outreach work in the Borough (funded by the police and county council under the auspices of the CDRP) and the Primary Care Trust. 

2.3. It is suggested that the scrutiny can be structured around the following broad headings:-

· enforcement 

· persuasion and understanding of the root causes of the problem 

· education and interventions 

2.4. Attached at Appendix ‘A’ is a document which summarises the current powers and interventions available to agencies. 

2.5. The Department of Health East Midlands has a Regional Alcohol Programme Manager. A brief presentation provided by her will be available at the meeting to show the scale of Alcohol Related Harm in the East Midlands.

CONSULTATION AND CUSTOMER IMPACT

4.
POLICY IMPLICATIONS
4.1. The crime and disorder strategy has prioritised tackling anti-social behaviour as one of its main objectives, and alcohol consumption by young people, in private or public, is a causal factor in the incidence of anti-social behaviour. 

4.2 Northamptonshire was given a red flag for alcohol harm in the 2009 Area Assessment One Place. This means that the Audit Commission has highlighted it because it has significant concerns about results and future prospects. The report says that young people drinking alcohol is likely to play a part in teenage pregnancies and anti-social behaviour. Hospital admissions because of alcohol are increasing at a rate of 20% a year and the people in Corby suffer the worst. 

4.3 Attached as Appendix B are two documents - the first is drawn from the most recent monitoring report on crime and disorder submitted to the Crime and Disorder Partnership showing reported incidents of,  and levels of concern about,  anti-social behaviour,  as monitored by the police authority  using monthly telephone surveys. The second is a set of selected charts showing levels of public concern about aspects of anti-social behaviour, over time and in comparison with neighbouring areas, compiled from the same survey methods. These demonstrate that, relatively speaking, Kettering fares reasonably well on measures of concern about ASB”
