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2. INFORMATION

2.1
The Members' Code of Conduct requires District and Parish Councillors and Co-opted Members to register their interests as defined in the Code. The Council’s Constitution directs the Monitoring Officer to report to the Standards Committee on the Register of Interests on an annual basis.
2.2
The Constitution also requires that all Members be sent a copy of their current register every six months and asked to confirm that the information is correct. In recent years it has been the practice to remind Members on an annual basis of the need to review their register. This was done in January and February 2009. The reminders for this year were sent on 16th March and a further reminder to those members who do not respond will be sent on 30th March 2010.
2.3
It is Members' responsibility to submit their Register of Interests and to ensure that they are updated. However, it is considered best practice to remind Members on an annual basis. The Committee is asked to consider amending the current Code of Practice set in Part 5 of the Council’s Constitution to replace the requirement for a reminder to be sent every six months to every twelve months.
2.4
Attached at Appendix A is a table setting out the current position with regard to the return of the Register of interests. The paper copies of the District Councillors' interest forms are kept in the Democratic Services Office. A copy of the register is also available on the website. Members will note that all District and Parish Councillors have returned their forms.
