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2. INFORMATION

The Planning Applications

2.1
On 15th December 2009 the Planning Committee considered planning applications KET/2007/0694 and KET/2008/0274.  The committee resolved that

These applications be approved subject to:

· Completion of a satisfactory S106 agreement based on the Heads of Terms set out in the 30.09.09 Planning Committee report and this report.

· The conditions set out in this report subject to any additions or amendments agreed by the Head of Development Services 

· Submission of further information in relation to archaeology prior to the issuing of the decision and the imposition of any suitable conditions.


S106 agreement

2.3
Section 106 of the Planning Act gives local planning authorities the power to enter into legal agreements with applicants to secure, amongst other things, the provision of necessary infrastructure.  Many issues can be dealt with through conditions attached to the grant of planning permission, but where this is not possible, a S106 obligation can be used.
2.4
To be included in a S106 agreement, the requirements must comply with the Secretary of State’s policy tests in Circular 05/2005 i.e. be necessary, relevant to planning, directly related to the application, fairly related in scale and kind to the development and reasonable in all other respects.
2.5
A period of negotiation took place with the applicant to define what infrastructure it is appropriate to secure through a S106 agreement in relation to this development.  The items that have been identified are set out in a document called Heads of Terms, which is being developed into a full legal agreement.
2.6
The summary at Appendix 1 sets out the issues that are contained in the Heads of Terms for the proposed development.  This should be read in conjunction with the proposed conditions for a full picture of the infrastructure that will be secured through the grant of planning permission.
2.7
A further update on the drafting of the S106 agreement will be provided at the meeting.

Planning Conditions
2.8
The Planning Committee’s resolution to grant planning permission was subject to conditions as set out in the Planning Committee report of 15th December 2009 subject to any amendments or additions agreed by the Head of Development Services.
2.9
The conditions cover a wide range of issues and are important to ensuring that the development is appropriately controlled and achieves a high quality development.  The conditions that will be attached to the planning permission will be very similar to those set out in full in the Planning Committee report of 15th December 2009.  Some minor changes to wording will be made to increase consistency between them and to improve their robustness.
2.10
The table at Appendix 2 attempts to set out the order in which the various conditions will be addressed.  The information in this table should be read as a guide only as some conditions will be amended as explained above.  Some of the conditions must be satisfied before any applications are made for the approval of reserved matters (details of the development) while others will be considered before development starts or at a particular point during the development.  Some of the conditions require information to be provided while others require the provision of a piece of infrastructure.


Access between East Kettering SUE and the A14

2.11
Condition no.72 requires that options for access between East Kettering SUE and the A14 must be identified and tested.  Assessment of the options must take into account highway safety and efficiency, highway capacity (proving junctions operate within 85% of practical capacity) and all identified environmental and residential amenity impacts, together with full details of proposed measures and methods for impact mitigation.  The full wording of the condition is included in the table at Appendix 2.
2.12
A process for undertaking this options development and assessment work has been agreed by the parties involved.  Work on this has begun with a series of meetings being held between the Council and those businesses directly affected by changes to the junction, and the most affected town and parish councils.  Once a preferred approach has been generated at this level, the intention is to then engage with the highways authority, NNDC, the developer and eventually the Highways Agency.
2.13
Meetings were held on 25th March 2010 with local businesses and the local parish and town councils.  The meetings were very productive and identified the issues of concern to those parties and explored access options for further consideration.
