INTRODUCTION

A focus group consisting of Nigel Richards, Linda Nash, Colin Medlycott, Anthea Desborough, Martyn and Lynne Lund have met regular over the last 3 months and agreed a process to create a more representative and proactive Forum.
Recommendations
Define representative areas

The original walkabout areas have been used as a guide to creating 16 new areas. The size and location of the areas varies and which the group consider should be reflected in the number of representatives.
Terms of reference

The group has set out a comprehensive specification of how the Forum should operate to include:

· Terms of reference

· Communication and promotion

· Indentification cards
· Compliance with code of conduct

· Attendance
· Review of terms of reference

· Areas

· Equal opportunities

Nomination procedure

Detailing who can be nominated and how many supporters the nominee requires

Role description

The group has produced a detailed role description clearly outlining the responsibilities of a tenant representative.

Qualities required
Whilst the Forum is inclusive it was considered important to describe some of the qualities that would compliment the role of tenant representative.

Code of conduct
To ensure that representatives work in a fair and consistent manner the focus group intends to introduce a code of conduct which is currently at draft stage.
Election procedure and frequency
A comprehensive election process has been completed describing the term of office and when elections are necessary.

Resignation process

This process outlines how a representative resigns and the various sanctions for breaches of the code of conduct and conditions of tenancy.

The likelihood of a general election during May means that the process is unlikely to commence until late August and if elections are necessary new members will not be in place until October.
The Forum is therefore requested to approve the recommendations for the introduction of the new representative areas, terms of reference, number of representatives per area and selection process.
