	WATER SUPPLY & SEWAGE TREATMENT
(Cath Harvey- Kettering Borough Council)
	A paper was distributed showing comments from the Environment Agency, which addressed the need to invest in creating sufficient  sewage capacity of Broadholme Works to accommodate all the planned development in North Northamptonshire. 
Anglian Water had submitted an investment request for new capital works to OFWAT. Decision to be made in September.
The view of the forum members was that tankering or installation of septic tanks was an undesirable solution, and that should be conditioned out in any planning consent. The proposed condition read:-.

“Notwithstanding the provisions of sections 94,98 and 106 of the Water Industry Act 1991, no development shall commence until details of a scheme, including phasing, for the provision of mains foul water drainage on and off site has been submitted to and approved in writing by the LPA.  No dwellings shall be occupied until the works have been carried out in accordance with the approved scheme.”  
An endorsement was given by the Forum for this condition to be included in the Planning application.  

Clarification was requested on the exact definition of the Condition.
An update was also requested on infrastructure funding at a future meeting.

	A14 – JUNCTION IMPROVEMENTS AT 10 OR A NEW 10A  
(Cath Harvey- Kettering Borough Council)

	A paper was circulated and the forum advised that Kettering Borough Council had not formally received any submission as part of the planning application for a new junction on the A14, nor had formal comments been made by the Highways Agency on this matter. 
Informally, the Highways Agency had stated that having assessed it, a new junction (10A) was technically possible and would be acceptable. It was noted that if a new junction 10A came forward, paid for by the developer, then Junction 10 would need to close because the two junctions would be too close together, and would not satisfy current government policy or safety considerations. 
Comparison was made to Junctions 3&4 being very close together and both in full use.

It was reported that the Highways Agency may ask to include a Grampian condition within any planning consent which required no development, to occur after a certain point (about 1750 houses), until a satisfactory solution to access the development from the A14 is approved by them.
A letter from the Highways Agency showing their views and the exact proposal was awaited by the Borough Council.
Concerns were raised that the Grampian condition should go through the correct planning process and procedure.

Community groups would be formally consulted should the Highways Agency include the condition in the application.
