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2.
INFORMATION

2.1 Two thirds of Northamptonshire’s population are either low risk or non drinkers. 
2.2 However, it is estimated that approximately one adult in three in Northamptonshire is regularly drinking at above the recommended safe levels (Department of Health estimate).

2.3 Alcohol related harm is estimated to cost every household in England and Wales on average £925 a year (these costs relate to health, police, fire, unemployment and community cohesion).

2.4 Alcohol related hospital admissions have increased rapidly over recent years (109% between 2002/3 and 2008/9)

2.5  The youth outreach service which was being delivered by the North Northamptonshire Groundwork Trust ended on 31 March 2010.  The outreach service was working to reduce ASB in identified areas, especially ASB caused through alcohol. It had been funded with £10,000 from the county council and £10,000 from the BCU. The county council youth services contract for Kettering and Corby starts on 1st May 2010 and the successful organisation is Youth Works CIC. This new area based contract includes delivery of  detached youth work at young people aged 10 – 19 in key wards as directed by the Kettering and Corby CDRPs. The target is 100 sessions each 3 hours in length (50 must be on a Friday, Saturday or Sunday). 
3. 
The Draft Strategy
3.1 The draft Alcohol Harm Reduction Strategy (Appendix 1) has been developed following the Comprehensive Area Assessment (CAA) Red Flag for Northamptonshire in terms of Alcohol Harm.
3.2 The strategy’s overall aim is to make Northamptonshire a place to enjoy alcohol safely and responsibly.

3.2
It aims to achieve this through three aims:
· The promotion of a culture of safe and responsible drinking
· Increase public awareness and understanding of alcohol
· Develop a robust policy for enforcement and responsible retailing
3.3  There are four priorities identified:
· Providing education and awareness

· Managing the supply and pricing of alcohol

· Delivering health and treatment services

· Reducing alcohol related crime and disorder.

3.4  Detailed local Action Plans (Appendix 2) are to be developed through the CDRP and /or the LSP from May onwards

3.5 Comments on the Strategy, including omissions/gaps in what is presented or factual inaccuracies are welcomed by Friday 23 April 2010 to the Partnership Support Unit which is coordinating partners work on this with the DAAT.
4. Current work
Kettering CDRP has already in place a number of initiatives to address alcohol harm.  These include:
4.1 Securing £5,000 for alcohol awareness training and £6,000 for diversionary activities.
4.2 Four Partnership Alcohol Awareness sessions have been delivered at KBC by CAN and Aquarius and these have been very well attended by a wide range of agencies.  Action 4 Schools multi-agency events have been organised and service providers continue to tackle hotspots for drug and alcohol abuse
4.3 The work to reduce violence in the town centre has encompassed a wide range of partners and initiatives and there has been good engagement with publicans and the taxi trade.  Recent initiatives include:
-
a Pubwatch Executive Committee has been formed, mostly comprising the owners of the bigger pub and clubs, supported by Police and KBC to drive forward initiatives and ideas;

-
securing £10k Home Office funding for polycarbonate replacements in high risk licensed premises;

-
securing £12.5k Home Office funding to introduce body worn video cameras for use by door supervisors in high risk licensed premises;

-
using external funding CCTV has been installed in a further 16 taxis;
- a project to gather data from A&E about how people presenting with injuries come by these injuries and where.  Data is now available from the Ambulance Services
