DELIVERING TOWN CENTRES – REGENERATION AND SUITE 16


A report was submitted which updated members on progress with the delivery of our town centres through regeneration projects and the Suite 16 programme.


Greg Chopper, the Borough's Economic Regeneration Manager, was introduced to members and a presentation was given on the prospectus for the Borough which would be used as a tool to secure inward investment.

In discussion, members commended the prospectus and thanked officers for their work.  It was noted that letters and leaflets had been sent out to businesses, including businesses already located in town centres, and positive feedback had been received.  It was suggested that members should be kept informed of businesses contacted, together with a copy of any correspondence and literature, and this could be done via an e-mail link.

Members also indicated that Rothwell, Desborough and Burton Latimer town centres should also be promoted, as well as the rural areas.

The cross-party support for the public realm improvements was acknowledged and commended by the Executive.  It was felt that this had contributed to the success of individual projects.

TREASURY MANAGEMENT STRATEGY 2010/11

A report was submitted which sought approval for the Treasury Management Strategy for the financial year 2010/11.

It was noted that the Treasury Management Policy Statement was a high level technical document, which defined the Council's policies and objectives of its Treasury Management activities.

NORTHAMPTONSHIRE CLIMATE CHANGE STRATEGY


A report was submitted which informed members of the consultation draft of the Northamptonshire Climate Change Strategy 2010-2014 and which highlighted Kettering's current achievements. The report also highlighted potential implications for Kettering Borough Council.


It was noted that the draft Strategy was a stakeholder document for LAA partners engaged in addressing climate change rather than a public document.  As such the document had undergone a period of consultation with stakeholders ony.  A further period of stakeholder consultation was open until 26th March 2010.


During debate several points were made as follows:-

· Biofuels may be less green than fossil fuels and this could influence a change in thinking

· Section 106 investment in climate change outcomes was unclear

· The credibility of some organisations had been fatally damaged by alleged misrepresentation of data

· China's CO2 emissions were rising year on year, and this must be tacked at world level

· It was difficult to understand what should be done to protect future generations, but there was little support for nuclear fuel

· Many items in the draft Strategy required further clarification and could be challenged, in particular the items listed in Paragraph 3.1 of the document as they relate to Northamptonshire:-

· increases in average temperatures

· increased rainfall intensity and greater flooding

· more frequent and severe gales

· more summer drought

· increasing threats to property, habitats, species and air quality

· Kettering had taken the lead on green initiatives, ie work with schools, eco homes in Rothwell and partnership work on Smart Meters with E-on.

Following further discussion on the consultation, it was noted that if substantial changes were forthcoming, the document would have to go back to the LSP before being finally adopted.

It was proposed by Councillor Hakewill and seconded by Councillor Roberts that:-
