This item was deferred at the Committee's meeting held on 2nd March 2010 so that officers could liaise with the applicant in response to concerns raised in the debate regarding provision of facilities, those being a refreshment area, coach parking provisions and full size football pitch provision.  Since deferral and subsequent liaison with officers the applicant has included a refreshment area facility within the main phase 1 building layout, but no other alterations are proposed.

Comments received from Desborough Town Council:-

No objection subject to two junior football pitches being provided which meet FA size guidance, and one of the pitches being astro turf.

Officer response:-
The two proposed junior pitches are both 90 x 45.5 metres. The 90.5m length meets the FA maximum size guidance for both age groups (Under 11-13, and Under 14-16) but not width. The 90 x 45.5 pitches exceed the FA minimum size guidance in length and width for both age groups. Astro turf is not proposed in this application.

The development shall not be carried out other than in full accordance with the approved details'.


Additional condition -

Prior to use or occupation of the 4 bedroom dwellinghouse hereby approved, a scheme detailing the design of the garage doors serving the integral garage shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The scheme shall demonstrate that the garage doors can be opened clear of the vehicular access to the front of the property, and controlled by remote operation. The 4 bedroom dwellinghouse shall not be occupied or used until the approved scheme has been fully implemented in accordance with the approved details and retained thereafter.
