Where conflict exists between the Terms of Reference of the Northamptonshire Overview and Scrutiny Board and Kettering Borough Council's Constitution (in letter or in spirit), Kettering Borough Council's Constitution will take precedence.

(ii)
the establishment of a Standards Sub-Committee (Dispensations) to deal with dispensations and include the terms of reference in the Council's Constitution.
