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2.
INFORMATION

2.1. During the 2009 Comprehensive Area Assessment in 2009, the county received a collective red flag for how it dealt with the growing problems caused by alcohol abuse or over-use, in terms of both the health impacts and the community safety impacts.
2.2. At its meeting on 16 April 2010, the LSP Executive received the Alcohol Harm Reduction Strategy (Minute 09.LSP.42 refers) and resolved to receive regular updates on progress against it while it remained a CAA red flag.
2.3. The strategy is part of the response to that red flag, and even though CAA has now been abolished, there are sound reasons to continue to tackle alcohol abuse because of the impact it has on individuals and communities, and the consequent impact it has on the workload and spending pressures on public services in the county.

2.4. Alcohol Harm has been identified as a Theme for this year’s LSP Conference.  (Please see Item 13).
3.   
THE STRATEGY
3.1
The strategy’s overall aim is to make Northamptonshire a place to enjoy alcohol safely and responsibly.

3.2
It aims to achieve this through three aims:
· The promotion of a culture of safe and responsible drinking
· Increase public awareness and understanding of alcohol
· Develop a robust policy for enforcement and responsible retailing
3.3
 There are four priorities identified:
· Providing education and awareness

· Managing the supply and pricing of alcohol

· Delivering health and treatment services

· Reducing alcohol related crime and disorder.

3.4
 The detailed local Action Plan for Kettering is being developed through the Community Safety Partnership and the Neighbourhoods and Communities Panel.

4. CURRENT WORK
4.1 The Public Service Board had agreed to use part of the LAA performance Reward grant (PRG) to support the county wide strategy; however, as the total amount of PRG available has since been reduced, that decision is now being revisited.

4.2 Following the last LSP Executive, the Neighbourhoods and Communities Panel is developing the Action Plan against the four identified priorities  :
· Providing education and awareness

The research currently being undertaken is being used get a profile of the demographics of those at risk.  This will be used to develop the Action Plan.  The new detached Outreach Youth Project will provide information about alcohol and its affects on Young People.  £18,000 of funding has been secured to provide this (£5k from the BCU, £3k from the CSP and £10k grant delegated to Kettering Borough Council).
· Managing the supply and pricing of alcohol

The Coalition Government’s Programme of Government promises to ban the sale of alcohol below cost price, to review alcohol taxation and pricing to tackle binge drinking and to overhaul the Licensing Act to give Councils and the police stronger powers over licensed premises.  Developments linked to this will be included in the Action Plans as it develops.
Northamptonshire County Council Trading Standards Service and the Police have joint enforcement responsibility for sale to under 18s.  Appendix B is a presentation given the Borough Council’s Research and Development Committee on 16 March 2010 on Alcohol Enforcement. 
· Delivering health and treatment services

There are 2 specialist Alcohol Nurses based at Kettering General Hospital and the NHS has developed four Intervention Tiers related to Alcohol Harm  These are:

· Tier 1 Universally targeted

· Tier 2 Brief and further interventions

· Tier 3 Highly specialised services

· Tier 4 Tertiary treatment services

There is a potential risk to services due to the reduction in the PRG.  As the Neighbourhoods and Communities Panel develops the Action Plan, further detailed work with partners linked to this will be identified.
· Reducing alcohol related crime and disorder
The CSP also has a delivery group, led by KBC, on alcohol related violence, including domestic abuse. The Town Centre Taskforce, a partnership of town centre interests  reporting to the LSP, also has a role in reducing alcohol related problems within the night time economy
There are a number of powers available to Local Authorities including the use of Designated Public Place Orders (DPPO) where restrictions on public drinking apply.  DPPOs are currently in place in Kettering Town Centre, parts of Burton Latimer, parts of Desborough, parts of the Grange Estate in Kettering.  Further powers to tackle underage drinking and alcohol related antisocial behaviour are contained in Appendix B.
