INFRASTRUCTURE PLANNING – PRESENTATION


Members of the Board received a presentation by Caroline Wardle and Steve Sulston of the North Northamptonshire Development Company on the infrastructure required to 2026, as underpinned by the Core Spatial Strategy which is currently in the process of being refreshed and reviewed.


An update was also given on the Tresham College site in St Mary's Road.


In discussion, members of the Board expressed concern that a huge gap in infrastructure existed with no guarantees of how infrastructure would be funded, although it was accepted that money would have to be levered in through the private sector.


The Chair summarised work that was ongoing in Kettering Town Centre, and also outlined the work of the Milton Keynes and South Midlands Group.

Caroline Wardle and Steve Sulston were thanked for their presentation.

ONE PLACE: COMPREHENSIVE AREA ASSESSMENT


A report was submitted which presented the Comprehensive Area Assessment (CAA) and Organisational 'Assessment reports for consideration of any new local interventions requirement and future changes to the priorities of the Kettering Sustainable Community Strategy.


The assessment was due to be refreshed in October 2010 when there would be an opportunity to take forward any new priorities.

that the priority for local interventions should focus on areas where best practice in green flag areas could be implemented locally to make improvements.

NORTHAMPTONSHIRE ALCOHOL HARM REDUCTION STRATEGY 2010-2015

A report was submitted which informed members of the Board of the developing responses to the CAA 'red flag' and which sought views and feedback on the emerging strategy and plan.


Mr Clive Jekyll of the Drug and Alcohol Team (DAAT) attended the meeting and gave a presentation on the context of the CAA Ref Flag, the vision and themes, priorities and the process for improvements.


Discussion was held on local profiles of alcohol consumption in the area and statistics were given for Kettering.  It was noted that it was hoped to launch the strategy at the beginning of July.

It was felt that, without statistics relating to hospital admissions, it was difficult to identify the demographic profile of those who needed help.  There were also social and cultural factors that needed to be taken into consideration.  It was noted that the DAAT's marketing project sought to engage and identify hard to reach groups.  In Kettering, a community-focused open access system was to be launched, which would be a non-confrontational open-door event giving information and education about the treatment system.  


In relation to the impact of inter-community issues involving antisocial behaviour in term of culture, it was suggested that it may be possible to find resources to tackle this issue from the Migrant Impact Fund.  It was not, however. possible to use traffic information sites in other languages to get the message across about drink-driving, as had been previously suggested.

Members of the Board felt it would be useful to look at available statistics to ascertain whether extended licensing hours had impacted on alcohol abuse and hospital admissions relating to alcohol.  It was noted that no work had yet been carried out, but that it might be useful to look at all motivators and key issues around extended opening hours.


Young people's access to cheaply-priced alcohol was also discussed.  It was felt that it would be useful to look at areas that had received a green flag in relation to alcohol. It was possible that there may be some County Council funding available within budgets.

a regular progress report be submitted to the Board whilst alcohol harm remains a red flag; and

Martin Hammond speak to the Police and Cllr Parker speak to the County Council in relation to possible funding to address the loss of the Outreach Youth Service for Antisocial Behaviour.
(NB: Simon Mutsaars took no part in the debate on the above item in relation to youth work and left the meeting room accordingly)
