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2. Area Based Youth Work Contract to Deliver Positive Activities in Kettering and Corby Area
This is a Northamptonshire County Council contract from July 2010 to March 2013 with a contract value of  c£200,000 a year.  The successful service provider is to be Youth Works CIC. 
The purpose of the contract is to deliver positive youth activities in Kettering and Corby boroughs ensuring that the needs of young people are addressed and to deliver targeted work to support the Area Manager Children and Young People’s Service with specific regard to vulnerable young people who experience disadvantage. 
The Primary Focus of the service is

· To provide direct support to young people who are involved in positive activities in the Area : To enable the District and Borough Youth Forums and Youth Councils to be sustainable through the direct support and involvement of contracted staff 

· To provide an informed and effective specialist targeted youth work for vulnerable young people

· To be active county partners in relation to youth participation and involvement in: Children and Young People Partnership Board strategies; prevention strategies, Local Area Agreement arrangements and targets and Every Child Matters outcomes

There are over 20 indicators in the specification and the performance in Kettering Borough will be monitored by the Area Leadership Team. The indicators which most closely link with services commissioned by Kettering Borough Council are:

KC5 – A target of 250 young people in Kettering to gain access to a range of information, advice, advocacy and counselling services.  .
KC8 - Detached youth work, targeted at young people aged 10-19 in key wards, managed by the Area Leadership Teams. To be aligned strategically with the Community Safety Partnership and Local Operational Teams. The target in Kettering Borough is to provide a minimum of 50 detached youth work sessions, each three hours in length 25 of these must be Friday Saturday or Sunday evenings between (6pm -12am). The detached youth work element of the service will be delivered by Groundwork.
KC9 Programmes that include positive activities in partnership and consultation with young people. To develop young people's personal and social education and reduce anti-social behaviour activities and attitudes.  To deliver a minimum of 4 projects with hard to reach or ‘at risk’ young people.

KC10 To develop and maintain existing youth projects which in Kettering Borough are the Zone youth club activities in William Knibb 2 nights per week.  A minimum of one night will be on either a Friday or Saturday evening 6pm-12am. 

3. Detached Outreach Project
To add to the provision of one night of detached youth work a week a further grant of £18,000 for the period July 2010 to March 2011 has been provided to Groundwork by Kettering Borough Council by combining funding from the Police (BCU) and Kettering Borough Council community safety budgets and a specific central government grant for young people. 

The core service objectives are:

To provide a detached youth work service aimed at young people aged 10-19 in targeted locations in Kettering Borough as defined by the Kettering Borough Sector Commander and the Head of Community Services of Kettering Borough Council which helps meet the following outcomes:

· enabling individuals and groups of young people to abate anti social behaviour activities and attitudes; and

· improving the provision of activities to divert young people from criminal and anti-social activity ; and 

· improving the perception of children and young people in Kettering and reduce the perception of anti-social behaviour.

This will provide for a minimum of one additional detached session for 3 hours per week with increased sessions during school holidays plus two events per year. 
4. Activities for Young People Service Specification
In return for a total grant of £92,000 over the four year period April 2009 to March 2013 Kettering Borough Council has a Service level Agreement with Youth Works CIC to provide activities for young people which help meet the following outcomes:
· Increased numbers of young people engaged in positive activities.

· Improved perceptions of young people among residents.

· Increased interaction between young people and adults in local communities.

· Increase provision of diversionary activities (in addition to those provided by KBC and its partners)

· Target young people not in education, employment or training (NEET), the 5 Neighbourhood Co-ordination areas and rural locations.

· Increase access to and availability of activities for young people (e.g. Transport)

5. Counselling and Information for Young People Service Specification

In return for a total grant of £21,600 over the four year period April 2009 to March 2013 Kettering Borough Council has a Service level Agreement with Service Six to 
provide a free and confidential counselling and information service to young people aged 13-19 years living in the Borough to achieve the following outcomes:-

· Improved health and life chances for young people aged 14 and above

· Improved life chances for 16-18 year olds who are not in education, employment and training

· Reduction in the numbers of young people who fall victim to crime and anti social behaviour

· Reduction in the number of young people engaged in under age drinking


6. Use of Resources
£200,000 a year Area Based Youth Work Contract to Deliver Positive Activities in Kettering and Corby Area (NCC until March 2013)
£18,000 Detached Outreach Project (KBC, Police, specific government grant until March 2011)
£23,000 a year Activities for Young People Service Specification (KBC until March 2013)
£5,400 a year Counselling and Information for Young People Service Specification (KBC until March 2013)
