Appendix A – Reasons for refusal (KET/2010/0242)
The site lies within attractive open countryside in an area characterised by a pattern of undulating fields bordered by hedgerows and trees. There are extended views across the site of high amenity value and its context overall is integral to an area of relatively undisturbed and attractive rural landscape. By reason of the extent of the proposed built development and the siting, design, scale and appearance of the proposed facilities building the proposed development would have a significant urbanising impact which would be noticeably visible from outside of the site and alien to the character and appearance of the site and surrounding countryside. The information in support of the proposal and the landscape mitigation proposed would not overcome the significant harm that the development would cause. As such the proposed development is unjustified and conflicts with the aims and objectives of Planning Policy Statement/Guidance 1, 4, 7 and 17, Policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy and Policy 7 of the Local Plan for Kettering Borough.
The proposed development includes a mobile home for residential occupation primarily for security, supervision of the business use and in case of emergencies. It is considered that the supporting information and justification submitted with the application for the dwelling fails to satisfy the functional and financial tests set out in paragraphs 3-13 in Annex A of PPS7. As such there is no special justification for the proposed dwelling within the open countryside which would be contrary to Planning Policy Statements 1 and 7, Policies 1, 9 and 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy and Policies 7 and RA5 of the Kettering Borough Local Plan.
