A report was submitted which sought the Committee’s decision on an application for a Licensing Act 2003 Premises Licence for which relevant representations had been received.
RESOLVED
that the licence be granted to extend the hours of sale of hot food until midnight seven days a week subject to the following conditions:-

· all persons to vacate the premises by midnight
· under 18s not be served after 11.00 pm unless accompanied by an adult

· signage be displayed asking customers to be mindful of noise

· a litter pick be carried out outside the premises prior to closure


The applicant was advised that the Council monitors noise and litter issues at all times and steps could be taken if the conditions were not fulfilled.
