DETERMINATION OF APPLICATION FOR PREMISES LICENCE WHERE RELEVANT REPRESENTATIONS HAVE BEEN RECEIVED - TESCOS STORES LTD., LONDON ROAD, KETTERING (A1) 

A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision on an application by Tesco Stores Ltd., for a premises licence for a premises in London Road, Kettering where relevant representations had been received.


Councillor Scott Edwards addressed the meeting on behalf of some of the members of public that had made representations and outlined the reasons for objections which included, the impact and safety of families in a residential area, the sale of alcohol to children and parking issues.

Mr Paul Gudyer, Gillian Court and Mr Kerring addressed the meeting and outlined their reasons for objection which included, crime and disorder, public safety, prevention of public nuisance, security of residents and amenities in close proximity.

Jeremy Bark addressed the meeting on behalf of Tesco Stores Ltd., and outlined the policies and practices already carried out by Tesco to ensure that the company is an active member of the community.

After discussion the committee withdrew to consider the application and it was 

RESOLVED 
that the licence be granted with the mandatory conditions and secondly with additional conditions of: -

1. The applicant shall install CCTV in the following locations: -






(a) at the entrance to the store






(b) in a position with a clear view of the tills






(c) in a clear view of the alcohol displays






(d) in a position with a clear view of the rear 




of the car park

2. Recordings shall be kept for 21 days and made available to the police and the Local Authority when requested

3. The applicant shall operate the Think 25 Policy

These considerations were imposed in relation to prevention of crime and disorder and protection of children from harm.

It was also recommended that Tesco Stores contact Kettering Borough Council with the outcome of the security guard review.
