Highways: 
Following comments from the Highway Authority regarding the detailed design of vehicular accesses in terms of widths, visibility splays and proximity to the road a further amended layout has been submitted.  The Highway Authority has confirmed that they are now satisfied with the amended layout which addresses all comments previously made.

It is therefore proposed that recommended condition 12 be amended to secure this latest layout drawing as follows:

The development hereby permitted shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the amended plan number SL1B received by the Local Planning Authority 9th August 2010.
REASON: To clarify the terms of the permission.

S106 Obligation: 
A signed Unilateral Undertaking (S106 Obligation) has now been received which will require the land owner to offer the established hedgerow and associated land to Kettering Borough Council prior to first occupation of any dwelling.
