Archaeology

Fieldwork is ongoing, but no final report was yet available.

Broadholme

Finance had been committed for improvements during a spending period of 2010-2015, but no details of a precise plan had been received.  The improvements were not dependent on government grant.  The project would be undertaken by Anglian Water and any updates would be available on their website.
A14: J10/10A
Concern was expressed about the risk of not improving junctions into the development from the A14, since the developers own projections had shown how congested the junctions would be without investment. There was an apparent  lack of certainty about funding, either from the developer, or the government. 
What will be done about the Junction 10 slip road?
Full consultation on proposals is essential, and is a key aspect for affected villages.

Website
Will job vacancies in the growth area be included on the website? There is concern that high level jobs will not be attracted to the area, and this could be a good indicator of progress.
The timeline should be colour-coded to give an indication of what projects are backed/funded, or what was subject to other parameters or not yet funded. A key would be needed to show what type of development was being referred to  (eg B1 use means nothing to most people)

Is there a time limit applied to the planning permissions?

Forum dates should be included on the website


	A summary of the report would be published on the website when it was available.

A copy of the route which the sewer improvements would take would be obtained and shared with the Forum when available.
The Planning Permission is conditioned to control development, and the Council will take advice from the Highways Agency and NCC Highways. The developer had agreed to fund the technical work to examine new options fro J10/10a
It is difficult to make slip roads, longer and wider at Junction 10 because of the proximity of Polwell Lane Bridge and housing.  The consultants have been asked to consider all options.
Consultation will be inclusive and wide ranging at every stage.  

Links with NNDC website will be included.

This could show the rate of success, but would need to be frequently updated.

The planning condition gives three years from 1st April 2010 for work to start on site.

Dates of forthcoming meetings will be included.

	Regional Housing Targets originally informed the Core Spatial Strategy.  Once the CSS is adopted it is the government document for the local planning process.  The abolition of regional housing targets only affects those places where there is no Regional Spatial Strategy.  The CSS Review that commenced in 2009 will look at targets for 2021 onwards.  Kettering has substantially met its target, but not all of East Kettering will be completed by 2021.

Members of the Forum were asked to contact Alfie Buller with ideas of where the development should begin, other than with housing (eg Woodland Planting)
