	REASONS
	The Sports Facility Strategy 2010-2021 did not identify a need for two leisure centres in a market town with the population of the size of Desborough, and there was no proven need for two leisure centres in Desborough.

There would be a capital receipt for the land.

Funding and running costs for a Trust to purchase and manage the facility had not been identified.

If the Hawthorns Leisure Centre was retained, its uses were likely to compete with those at the new Desborough Leisure Centre.

Parkwood Leisure had priced for a leisure contract based on only one leisure centre in Desborough, which could result in a contractual claim upon the Council if the Hawthorns Leisure Centre was retained.

The Council had a statutory duty to ensure that it obtained best value for its assets.

The site could contribute towards the requirement of the Borough to maintain a five year housing supply as detailed in Planning Policy Statement 3: Housing.
