2.
INFORMATION
2.1
At the Executive Committee meeting on 15th April 2009, Members agreed to progress the implementation of an enforcement model for residents' parking whereby Kettering Borough Council would enforce the schemes. The responsibility for enforcement of designated parking schemes is currently a County Council function. 
2.2
The Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 gives powers to the County Council, but not the Borough Council, to make an order to provide designated parking places on the highway, to authorise use of those parking places by means of a permit and to charge for the permits.  Section 46 of the Act allows the County Council to prescribe a charge for vehicles left in a designated parking place. Under Section 47 the driver of a vehicle who leaves their vehicle in a designated parking space without authorisation in accordance with the designated scheme shall be guilty of an offence and can be required to pay a charge. 
2.3
Northamptonshire County Council has agreed to delegate the enforcement of residents' parking to Kettering Borough Council. The agreement will be made under the provisions of Section 19 of the Local Government Act 2000 and the Local Government (Arrangement for the Discharge of Functions)(England) Regulations 2000.  Regulation 7 permits the discharge of an Executive’s functions by another local authority or by another Executive.
2.4
Negotiation has taken place between officers of Kettering Borough Council and Northamptonshire County Council and an agreement for the delegation of parking functions has been agreed as set out in Appendix 1.
2.5
Executive is asked to agree to accept the delegation of functions as set out in the Agreement.  Under the Local Government (Arrangement for the Discharge of Functions)(England) Regulations 2000 this agreement also requires approval by Full Council. 
3.
CONSULTATION AND CUSTOMER IMPACT
3.1
Residents have indicated over a number of years their desire to have residents' parking within areas of Kettering, this has been supported by consultation reported to Executive Committee on 15th April 2009, and the agreement of Executive to implement residents' parking.
3.2
The agency agreement will facilitate enforcement of the residents' parking regimes by Kettering Borough Council, as opposed to the current enforcement by Northamptonshire Police. This will allow the increased resources of the Environment and Parking Warden Service to ensure for efficient and proportionate enforcement to be undertaken.
4.
POLICY IMPLICATIONS
4.1
The Council is committed to working in partnership to deliver service improvements to the people of the Borough. One of the Council’s priorities has been to introduce residents' parking schemes. This agency agreement is a further milestone towards the delivery of this priority.

USE OF RESOURCES
5.1
There are no additional resources associated with this Executive report. Resource impacts for residents' parking have been agreed in the 15th April 2009 Executive Committee.
