The Leader of the Council

The Leader of the Council will be a Councillor elected to the office by the Council  at the Annual Council meeting following the Ordinary Election of all Councillors..  The Leader of the Council will hold office for a period of four  years unless:


(a)
they resign from the office; or


(b)
they are suspended from being a councillor under Part III of the Local Government Act 2000 (although they may resume office at the end of the period of suspension); or


(c)
they are no longer a councillor; or


(d)
they are removed by the resolution of the Council .

9.04
The Deputy Leader and Other Executive Members
The Leader must appoint one of the members of the Executive to be his deputy. The Council may indicate a preference for the choice of  Deputy Leader.  The Deputy Leader, unless he resigns as Deputy Leader,  ceases to be a member of the of the Council or is removed from office by the Leader, will hold office until the end of the term of office of the Leader.
Other Executive members shall hold office until:

(a)
they resign from office; or

(b)
they are suspended from being councillors under Part III of the Local Government Act 2000 (although they may resume office at the end of the period of suspension); or

(c)
they are no longer councillors; or

(d) they are removed from office by the Leader of the Council who must give written notice of any removal to the Head of Paid Service or the Head of Democratic and Legal Services.  The removal will take effect two working days after the receipt of the notice by the Proper Officer.
If for any reason the Leader is unable to act or the office of Leader is vacant, the Deputy Leader must act in his place.
If for any reason the Leader is unable to actor the office Leader is vacant and the deputy leader is unable to act or the office is vacant the Executive must act in the Leader’s place or must arrange for a member of the Executive to act in his place.
9.05 Deputy Leader

The Council shall appoint a Deputy Leader who may assume the responsibilities of the Leader under this constitution in the absence or incapacity of the Leader.  DELETE
