60% of town centre violence across Northamptonshire was alcohol related
Fact: Alcohol related harm costs Northamptonshire Public Sector (Health, police, fire, unemployment and community cohesion) £271 million annually.
In November 2009, Northamptonshire was red-flagged by the Comprehensive Area Assessment (CAA) for alcohol harm.  Feedback from the Local Strategic Partnership Conference 2010 alcohol workshop group identified what is required locally to deliver the outcomes set in the Northamptonshire Alcohol Harm Reduction Strategy 2010-2015, and plans to deliver the following;
· Alcohol information wheels and polycarbonate glasses into Kettering borough Off Licenses.  Funding available from Migrant Impact Fund.

· DAAT to lead on getting Alcohol Wheels and Messages in local pharmacists near relevant ‘hangover’ remedies.  

· Develop article for Kettering Borough Council (KBC) Housing newsletter (Approx. 8,000 houses) with an alcohol message

· Deliver alcohol awareness sessions at children and adult weight management courses from December 2010

· Deliver an alcohol awareness session in the KBC Tenants Housing Scheme ‘Move In Move On’ from January 2011 

· St. John Ambulance – Delivered effects of alcohol messages in Kettering pubs in Dec 2010. 

· Workplace health – Feb 2011 – Highlight effects of alcohol at drop-in staff session based at Kettering Borough Council municipal offices.
· Street Pastors – Plan to go ahead launch in Spring 2011.

· Develop 20 yr action plan – Involve Northants Drugs and Alcohol Team (DAAT), Kettering General Hospital (KGH) Data Sharing, build DrinkAware campaigns into KBC Licensing agreements, and develop a local message “In Kettering sensible drinking means…”

PROJECT SUMMARY
3.1
Operation Nightsafe is just one of a number of initiatives which have been developed as a result of the Northamptonshire Alcohol Harm Reduction Strategy.  Police have identified peak times and locations for alcohol related harm in town centre, but is more difficult to identify those at home drinking.

Research
· Waiting on Accident & Emergency (A&E) data - Kettering A&E Dept and the Corby Minor Injury Unit will be collecting data on assault victims
· Aquarius – Community Mapping across the Kettering Borough has helped identify all local organisations that assist those customers whom could be involved with alcohol related harm.
· DAAT – Young People’s views on drugs and alcohol
· The Alcohol Learning Centre has provided specific segmentation analysis for the Northamptonshire highlighting the high and increasing risk users according to postcodes in the county.  

From this data we need to target;

· Under 25s, binge drinking campaign            

· 35-50, alcohol dependent, heavy drinkers

This working group will continue to identify the local need and partners required to reduce alcohol harm in the Kettering Borough, targeting young, binge drinkers and older, dependent drinkers in the short to long-term.
