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2. INFORMATION
2.1 Kettering Partnership held its second Annual Conference last year on 20 October 2010. 
2.2 The Conference heard from Keynote speakers including the Chair of the LSP, Principal of Tresham College, a local Police Inspector and from Kettering Borough Council.  Workshops were also held on these topics.
2.3 There were also opportunities for partners to use the event for their organisations’ consultations as well as provide details of the services they offer.

2.4 While National Indicators and other Performance Measures have been removed by the coalition Government, there is still a statutory duty to produce a Sustainable Community Strategy.

2.5 The current Sustainable Community Strategy is due to be refreshed during 2011/2012.

3. KETTERING PARTNERSHIP CONFERENCE 2010
3.1 The 2010 Conference took place on 20 October 2010 at the Kettering Conference Centre.
3.2 Key themes for the Conference were:

· Town Centres and Growth

· Better Skills and Education

· Alcohol Harm reduction

3.3 Linking in with Alcohol Harm Reduction, Young People from the William Knibb Centre produced a DVD looking at their approach to alcohol.  The DVD “Happy Juice” was premiered at the Conference.

3.4 Each workshop identified three key questions that delegates considered responses to.  
3.5  Key areas of focus from each workshop were:
· Better Town Centres & Growth – using the Market Place to provide even more events such as films, music as well as being further used by community groups
· Better education and skills – Further develop partnership working to achieve the outcomes
· Alcohol Harm Reduction (health prevention) – Continue to develop the local Action Plan looking at innovative approaches to highlight the potential dangers of alcohol.  Please see Item 12 on the agenda for further details on progress against the local Action Plan.
4 Emerging themes for the refreshed Sustainable Community Strategy
4.1 Building on the themes above, the new Sustainable Community Strategy will continue to reflect the important partnership issues affecting Kettering Borough

4.2 As Officers begin the development of the new SCS, partners are asked to provide details of the issues affecting Kettering Borough which they are focusing on.

4.3 At its meeting on 11 March 2008, it was agreed that for a project to be included in the SCS it must pass the following tests:
· A partnership approach adds significant value.

· The project makes sense to the community as it reflects a community need and is communicated in appropriate language.

· It is resourced.

· There is a project plan which includes clear objectives, actions and outputs, monitoring indicators, risk assessment, named lead officer and resources. 

· It links to a performance management system.
