NEW AREA LEADERSHIP TEAMS

Abigail Marsden was welcomed to the Executive Board.

Terms of Reference for the new Area Leadership Teams were circulated for information.


Abigail Marsden gave a summary of the purpose of the local operational teams, which there were two in Kettering Borough. It was noted that the local operational teams would be looking at priorities for Kettering, to ensure that national indicators specific to Kettering were being met.  The Area Leadership Teams would be reporting into the Children's and Young People's Partnership.

AREA BASED YOUTH SERVICE AND OUTREACH YOUTH WORK


A report was circulated at the meeting which updated the Board on two new services for young people in Kettering Borough and informed Board members of how these supplemented existing services also being delivered by the third sector.


It was noted that Youth Works CIC had won the contract for area based youth work.  The detached outreach project would add to the provision of one night detached youth work a week.  The areas to be targeted would be decided by weekly meetings with the sector commander, using police and Borough Council information on where young people were gathering.

The Community Safety Partnership were also looking at the benefits of Street Pastors, which had been successfully introduced in other areas.  In discussion, it was noted that access to public transport was a problem in rural communities and some Boroughs had introduced youth taxi tokens.  It was suggested that ward councillors might consider donating some of their ward initiative fund towards funding street pastors.

A report was submitted which gave an update on the progress of Kettering Town Centre regeneration projects.  The report was supported by a presentation given by Gregg Chopper. A copy of the Kettering Prospectus 'Central for Business' was also circulated.

ALCOHOL HARM REDUCTION UPDATE


A report was submitted which updated Board members of the developing work on the Alcohol Harm Reduction Action Plan for Kettering Borough.  It was noted that a report would also be considered by the Council's Executive Committee.

During discussion, it was noted that the Comprehensive Area Assessments had now been abolished.  However the focus on reducing alcohol harm had not changed.  It was noted that the Neighbourhood Communities Panel had indicated that there needed to be an exercise to bring together data and intelligence and deliver on the action plan.


David Bell advised the Board that funding was available to provide services to alcohol dependants.  Services were being integrated with CAN, which now had a presence at Kettering General Hospital.


It was noted that the old Health Centre in Burton Latimer had now been taken over by the Town Council and could potentially be used as a meeting place.
