	This polling district was created by the Boundary Committee for England’s Further Electoral Review of the Borough. It comprises of properties that were in the former Millbrook and Spinney Wards of the Borough, situated on the Ise Lodge Estate. It does not currently form part of the Parish of Barton Seagrave. There are no public buildings in this part of the Estate that could be used as a Polling station. The use of the Church House  means that electors have a circuitous journey  to the polling station by road, and pedestrians must crossia busy road. Additionally, the access for disabled voters is not ideal, but is reasonably easy, as the doors are wide enough to allow wheelchair access, and the room used for polling has no steps up to it. An alternative would be to use the Millbrook Infant School in Churchill Way on the Ise Lodge Estate. However, this is not in the Ward and goes against the principle established by the BCFE review where these properties were moved into the Barton Ward. Disabled access is by way of a ramp into the main hall. Investigations were undertaken in respect of using Barton Hall but the owners considered it would not be suitable. There can be other events held in other parts of the building on polling day.

Disabled access into the curtilage of the building is by way of a ramp which leads  through a gate. The building is an old one, but access is suitable when voters are inside. However, when there are four polling stations situated in the building for a parliamentary election, there can be crowding. In 2010, following discussions with the school, an adjacent annexe was used for all 4 polling stations, which allowed the school to remain open throughout the day. However, there is now a new community facility which might relieve the burden on the school in part. Other more modern premises such as the Community Centre in Pioneer Avenue might be , suitable for polling purposes subject to the resolution of ASB issues and the closing of the Bar facility at this location.,
