NEW EXECUTIVE ARRANGEMENTS



A report was submitted which sought adoption of the new Executive Arrangements in accordance with the Local Government Public Involvement in Health Act 2007 for adoption in May 2011.


An update was given on provisions contained in the recently published Localism Bill and it was noted that the authority was required to go through the process, but once the Act was in place there would be further information on the implications for the Council.  Members would be kept fully updated on progress in this respect.


Discussion was held on the methods of consultation which took place between 30th June and 29th September.  No responses had been received, but this was similar to the experience of other authorities.  Consultation had been low key due to proposals by the coalition government to introduce further changes to the governance model.


Members noted that the model adopted on 29th September had since been advertised in accordance with statutory requirements.  A notice had been published in the Evening Telegraph on 1st November, and also on the Council's website. The notice had also been placed on the Council's notice board.
