	Template letter signed by sixty four residents expressing concern that the proposed new Leisure Centre for Desborough has less facilities to offer than the existing Hawthorns Leisure Centre and that the proposed facility will not be within a “20 minute walk time”
	See comments above regarding the facilities at the new leisure centre
Desborough Leisure Centre has been identified as a “borough wide facility” and potential “strategy facility”. Therefore the standard is for everyone in the borough to be within a 20 minute drive.

	Two residents were concerned that no mention is made of the Kettering Town Cricket and Sports Club
	The various sections in the club were mentioned, but not the parent club. This has been amended.

	“Kettering swimming pool is another facility that also needs to be enlarged”
	This echoes the strategy

	“Barton Cricket Club is another for improvement. The wooden hut is quaint but very out dated”
	This echoes the strategy

	“A very wishy-washy strategy that has no time lines in it or dates for when objectives will be achieved or funding streams.”
	The strategy is 2011 – 2021. Funding streams change regularly so it was not considered appropriate to list them all individually. Possible funders have been listed though.

	“Could the KLV not be used to 'house' the clubs that need new facilities…if this is not possible a multi purpose site needs to be developed”
	Co-location is often a preferred option but if the conference centre is not possible then the proposed gymnastics centre could be

	“Development plans for Desborough FC, Rothwell FC and Burton Park FC are clearly much welcomed but the Borough's biggest and highest profile football club (and a major impetus for participative sport in the Borough by virtue of its very well subscribed youth and girls' teams) seems to merit not even a passing mention.”
	The scope of this strategy is limited to sports provision for amateur sports people and Community Amateur Sports Clubs but junior football academies are encouraged in the draft. Through the Sport Unlimited scheme the Council has funded Kettering Town Football Club for coaching sessions for able bodied and disabled children and a futsal+ league.

	“It would make sense for them (Desborough & Rothwell FCs) to merge and free up some land for development… I look forward as a resident to the future plans for an academy” (in Desborough)
	A merger would be an issue for the clubs to work through

	“(the strategy) should follow the model in Leeds at the John Charles centre. The John Charles centre is a multi disciplined site that could provide a wealth of opportunities for multiple use of the same site for many differing sports, for example a gymnastic centre that meets local and regional requirements that could also be used by local futsal leagues.”
	The proposal for the gymnastics centre is to combine with other sports. Judo has been included in the strategy but the clubs are being encouraged to speak to other clubs too.

	“I think the strategy is very welcome and it shows that the Council have a grasp of the situation. The Kettering Rugby Club is definitely in need of new facilities”
