	REASONS
	The Executive Committee's budget containment strategy was clear:"the Council should not substitute itself as the provider/funder of services when another public provider cut such a service".

If the Borough Council decided to stop subsidising and/or providing the service altogether, then there would be a sudden and noticeable drop in standards, with the number of cuts reducing across the Borough to two per year. This would reflect badly on the Borough Council's excellent reputation on highway verge maintenance and could also have health and safety implications for the Borough's residents.

Northamptonshire County Council had indicated that whilst they could not reverse the budget reduction, they were prepared to enter into discussions about how efficiency gains could be secured through joint working in future.
