Cranford Road (land off),  Burton Latimer

Amended Condition
In order to refer to the most up-to-date plan, proposed condition 3 of the officer's recommendation should be replaced with:

No development shall take place other than in accordance with the submitted 'Materials Dispersion Plan' (TWY009-08B) received on 15th April 2011.
REASON:  In the interests of visual amenity and to protect the character of the adjacent Conservation Area in accordance with policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

Northamptonshire Police
Having reviewed the revised plans the extent of the proposed fence is unclear and it cannot therefore be ascertained whether access would be prevented to the scrub land North and East of the site.

Officer comment:
Condition 6 requires that a scheme to close the existing informal footpath be submitted to the Local Planning Authority for approval prior to commencement of development.  These matters will therefore be subject to subsequent consideration.

Anglian Water
Anglian Water is obliged to provide water and wastewater infrastructure for new housing under the Water Industry Act 1991.  The foul drainage from this development is in the catchment of Broadholme Sewage Treatment Works which currently has capacity for these flows.  The sewerage system has capacity for the flows.  A condition should require accordance with the Surface Water Strategy approved.

Officer comment:
As outlined in section 8 of the officer's recommendation, conditions 10 and 11 of the outline planning permission require a detailed drainage scheme to be submitted and approved by the Local Planning Authority.  These matters will therefore be subject to subsequent consideration.

Environment Agency
The outline planning permission has a surface water condition which refers to the Flood Risk Assessment dated 10th July 2007 and a cascade modelling report dated 15th October 2007.  As these documents are now out of date, a new condition should be attached requiring a scheme for surface water management and disposal.

Officer comment:
An appropriate condition is suggested below:

No development shall commence until a scheme for surface water management and disposal has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  The scheme shall include phasing and a programme for implementation.  No occupation shall take place until the scheme has been implemented in accordance with the approved details.
REASON:  To reduce the risk of flooding in accordance with policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

This condition will supersede condition 10 of the outline planning permission and the applicant will therefore need to apply to remove this condition as a separate matter.

Highway Authority
No objection.

Amend the description to read:
's.73 application: Variation of condition 4 of KET/2010/0078 in respect of opening hours'.
The description now reflects the planning permission which has been implemented. This does not alter the application in any way, but ensures that the applicant is applying to alter the actual implemented planning permission.

Condition 4 (page 24)
Amend to read:
'The premises shall not be open to the public before 10:00 hours or remain open after 16:00 hours on Mondays to Fridays, nor before 10:00 hours or after 16:00 hours on Saturdays, Sundays and Bank Holidays.
REASON: To protect the amenities of the occupiers of nearby properties in the interests of amenity in accordance with policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.'
This amendment is required to allow opening on Bank Holidays, in accordance with existing permissions KET/2008/0699 and KET/2010/0078.
Also, replace 'with the exception of public holidays' with 'including Bank Holidays' in section 7 part 3 of the report (page 29).

Consultation responses
Five further consultation responses have been received. 

Two letters of support for the Sunday opening as the number of cars is minimal compared to functions at the hall and Sunday opening is convenient for families to visit on foot or by bike from Kettering.

Two objections on the grounds of increased traffic and parking in the area on Sundays.  This brings the number of neighbour objections for these two particular reasons to a total of seven.

Objection from Cranford Parish Council who recognise that many residents support the application however the Council oppose the Sunday opening in response to those local residents who wanted at least one day's respite from the traffic.

Proposed development - The development proposed is 1 no. 1 bed flat, 1 no. 2 bed flat and 1 no. 2 bed dwelling. The officers report incorrectly stated that both flats proposed would be 2 bed units.

Update to officer recommendation - It is recommended that an additional condition be imposed on the planning permission to prevent internal alterations to the dwelling. This will prevent future occupiers from creating a mezzanine or 1st floor area within the rear wing of the building, thereby ensuring that the windows in this part of the building are high level windows serving the ground floor only.

Additional condition - No internal alterations including the insertion of partitions, walls, floors or ceilings shall take place at any time within the 2 bed dwelling hereby permitted without the grant of planning permission from the Local Planning Authority.
