	EXPANDING MEMBERSHIP OF THE FORUM 

The forum had received a report on the membership of the forum which sought the endorsement of the Forum to appoint the Deputy Chair of the Kettering Borough Tenants’ Forum to represent the interests of residents living on the Avondale and Grange estates and to recommend to Council that the terms of reference be amended to include the Kettering Borough Tenants’ Forum as a member of the Core Group. 
Although there had been no representation from the Crescents Community Association on the Core Group, Cllr Maxted, County Councillor for the Grange Estate, asked if the recommendation could be changed to include the Tenants’ Forum’s nominee (Mr Colin Medleycott) in addition to representation from the Crescents Community Association and the NET Tenants’ and Residents’ Association instead of in the absence of.  This would ensure a place was kept open for a representative of the Crescents Community Forum to come forward in the future.

Colin Medlycott was welcomed to the meeting and he responded that he was very pleased to be part of the forum.  


	It was agreed that the recommendation be approved as set out in the report, subject to an amendment  in paragraph (ii) that the Tenants’ Forum’s nominee (Mr Colin Medleycott) be asked to represent the interests of the Avondale and Grange Estates in addition to representation from the Crescents Community Association and the NET Tenants’ and Residents’ Association.   It would be reported back to Anne Ireson, Democratic Services Manager, that this was the wish of the forum and would be reported to the next appropriate full council meeting.

	FORWARD PLAN
The Forum considered the report on the Forward Plan, the purpose of which was to consider the range of issues which the Forum will have an interest in addressing and understanding before and during the development of the urban extension.

	It was agreed that the issues which should definitely be considered under the first tranche as high priority should be as follows:-

· J10/J10a of the A14:-

· Securing developer commitment to evaluation of options;
· Securing wider public and business support for preferred options;
· Securing Highways Agency agreement to preferred options;
· Securing consent;
· securing delivery;
· Dirt road access
· A14 Widening; continuing to lobby for the widening of the A14 
· Weekly/Warkton Bypass:

· Construction traffic 
· Swage

· Improvements to Barton Road to Elizabeth Road
Second tranche:-
· Surface water
· Landscaping

Next stage:
· Basic information and time frames to be provided under each main heading to include how each stage would be affected by planning process, Section 106 Agreements etc.

· Representatives from Highways Agency, Industry and commercial organisations to be invited to next meeting in September.

Alfie Buller reported that he was looking at bringing forward the Weekly/Warkton Avenue bypass as an early win with the intention to undertake public/private projects in parallel.
