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2. INFORMATION
2.1 The Standards Committee (Further Provisions) Regulations 2009 include provisions relating to the granting of dispensations to Borough, Town and Parish Councils.
2.2
In the case of a Parish Council, the Regulations allow the Standards Committee to grant dispensations where more than 50% of the members who would be entitled to vote are otherwise prohibited from voting.

2.3.
The Standards Committee must ignore any dispensations that have already been granted to any members when considering whether the criteria apply.
2.4
The Clerk to Weekley Parish Council has submitted a request for a dispensation to allow four of its members to speak and vote on matters relating to the Boughton Estates. A copy of the request is attached at Appendix 1.  Individually completed forms will be available at the meeting.
2.5
The Parish Council has five members, four of whom are tenants of Boughton Estates and must declare an interest when matters affecting the Estate are discussed.  One of the Parish Councillors is also an employee of the Estate. As the quorum for Parish Council meetings is three, matters relating to Boughton Estates cannot be discussed.

3. LEGAL IMPLICATIONS
The grant of the dispensation must comply with the Standards Committee (Further Provisions) (England) Regulations 2009.
