The use of the Council's own resources in bringing forward regeneration in the town centre was carefully focused to ensure that the Council was funding the right projects at the right time.

All the projects delivered to date and all the projects that are in the pipeline are in line with the Kettering Town Centre Area Action Plan, which had been approved by Council on 6th July 2011.
