Revised drawings have been provided by the applicant to address the comments raised by the Highway Authority.  The revised site layout plan now provides for an appropriate two-way vehicular access between Hoggs Lane and Queen Street which would serve the remaining public car park.  Public footpaths, service strips and a turning head are now incorporated so as to allow appropriate turning and manoeuvring facilities as well as ensuring pedestrian safety.  These amendments result in the loss of 2 additional parking spaces from the public car park however the site is located in a highly sustainable location within the town centre and it is considered that sufficient parking would remain as set out in section 6 of the officer's report.  The Highway Authority raises no objection to the proposals as amended.

Condition 15 should be amended as follows to reflect the most recent site layout drawing:

The development hereby permitted shall not be occupied until the car parking and servicing facilities have been completed in accordance with drawing number P-P2-001F received by the Local Planning Authority on 12th August 2011.
REASON: In the interests of highway safety in accordance with policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

An additional condition should also be added to any planning permission granted which requires accordance with the most recent drawings:

The development hereby permitted shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved plans and details shown on drawing numbers P-P2-001F received by the Local Planning Authority on 12th August 2011, 01-006D, 02-002D and 02-004D received by the Local Planning Authority on 5th August 2011, drawing numbers 03-001B and 01-008B received by the Local Planning Authority on 31st March 2011 and drawing numbers 02-003C and 01-007C received by the Local Planning Authority on 26th April 2011.
REASON: To clarify the terms of the permission.

The applicant has submitted a drawing showing the proposed landscaping to the south of the proposed extension. It is considered that this landscaping will mix well with the existing landscaping on the site and will provide some natural screening between the proposal and the neighbouring dwelling to the south. The landscaping is therefore considered to be acceptable. In addition, the applicant has submitted a sample of the proposed timber boarding for the elevations which would be stained a dark green colour (Cuprinol Somerset Green). It is considered that since this colour would match existing fencing within the site and would blend in with the proposed landscaping that it is acceptable. 

The recommendation remains to approve, however conditions 2 and 3 are deleted from the recommendation. Replacement conditions are proposed to ensure that the development is carried out in accordance with the submitted details.

Planning history update:

A retrospective planning application KET/2010/0011 was submitted for the summerhouse to be re-located within the authorised curtilage of the dwelling house and was approved on 18th March 2010 subject to a condition requiring it be relocated by 18 June 2010. Follow up inspections of the site confirm that the summerhouse remains in its original location within the unauthorised garden land.
